2005 – SOS delegates meet the British fisheries minister 
to plead for curbs on fishing quotas. His EU colleagues 

agree to cuts the very next day.

2006/7 – An SOS fundraising appeal helps get work 
underway on a vital sea turtle rescue centre on the island of 

Zakynthos, where most Mediterranean Loggerhead sea 
turtles breed and make their nests.

2008 – SOS champions the cause of the Innocent Victims…
the sea turtles, dolphins, sharks and numerous other 

sea creatures killed accidentally by fishermen.
